Greetings All Star Managers, Coaches, Parents and Players!

Welcome to the 27th Annual Scripps Ranch All Star Tournament! We thank you for taking a part in
our tournament and look forward to a great weekend of softball. We would like to remind all the
softball families that our tournament is run solely by volunteers, so please be respectful at all times.

Attached you will find the tournament rules, code of conduct, roster forms, and maps/directions.
There will be a check-in site at every field. Please be sure to check-in one (1) hour prior to your
15t scheduled game. You must have your roster, birth certificates with photo’s and non-photo USA
card with a copy of your league insurance or roster, photo USA cards and a copy of your league
insurance with you at time of check in.

Attached are the directions to all of our Scripps Ranch fields. We will be playing at Cypress Canyon,
Spring Canyon Park, Dingeman Elementary School (Saturday only) and Sycamore Canyon Park.
Please be advised that parking at the Cypress Canyon and Sycamore Canyon fields is challenging,
so allow extra time for parking and we highly recommend carpooling or using provided shuttle if
possible.

We will be offering a shuttle service with pickups for Cypress Canyon in the residential area
below the fields. Parking is prohibited in the condominium complex across the street from
Cypress Canyon Park. Cars that park in this area will be towed. Also, do not park in the red-
zoned areas as you will be ticketed.

A second shuttle system will be offered for Sycamore Canyon with pickups on Stonecroft
Terrace (1/2 block west of entrance to Sycamore Canyon Park). Please do not park on
Stonebridge Parkway or you may be ticketed or towed.

Parking at Spring Canyon will be a bit easier this year as you are welcome to park in the dirt parking
lot of the adjacent Innovations Academy Charter School as well as the lot behind Dingeman
Elementary School. The former is located on the corner of Scripps Poway Pkwy and Spring Canyon
and the latter is located one block to the east of the park off Scripps-Poway Pkwy on Scripps Creek
Drive. Hopefully, by forewarning your families, we can make their Scripps Ranch Tournament
experience a more enjoyable one!

We will have food and beverage vendors and a snack bar at our main softball complex at Cypress
Canyon. We will also have a snack bar at the Spring Canyon / Dingeman Elementary School
locations. A limited number of items (bottled water, snacks) will be offered at Sycamore Canyon.



Due to limited team warm-up space, team and parent canopies are not permitted between fields 1-4
(this includes setting up right behind the fences) at Cypress Canyon Park. Canopies may only be
set-up past field #4 in the corner of the park or on the hill behind the basketball courts. All sidewalk
areas need to be kept clear.

At Spring Canyon/Dingeman and Sycamore Canyon, canopies may only be set-up outside of the
fenced in areas (all fields).

One other reminder and word of caution, please keep all children off the hillsides and bushy areas of
the fields as rattlesnakes do live in these areas. Signs are posted, but even if they are not, please
be aware this is not a safe place for children to play.
